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Multilingual and bilingual digital storytelling represents a transformative pedagogical approach
within language classrooms, allowing both teachers and learners to engage with the intersections
of language and art. This includes diverse forms such as poetry, literature, drama, artifacts,
comics, films, and music. Furthermore, this approach fosters global awareness, transcultural
competence, active citizenship, and an appreciation for humanity and science learning.

In this series of workshops, we are excited to collaborate towards the upcoming film festival titled
“Care, Community, and Hope.” We will begin by introducing the foundational principles of this
approach, using examples from the Global Critical Connections project, hosted by Goldsmiths,
University of London. Participants will have the opportunity to examine various potential topics
and artistic forms. Additionally, we will engage in discussions about effective pedagogies that
educators can adopt to integrate multilingual digital storytelling into their classrooms, all while
emphasizing the interconnectedness of citizenship, humanity, and science.
